ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION
LIMITS AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK
(N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation
of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 0.5% unless authorized
by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain
exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance,
appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage
rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Council of the Township of Berkeley Heights in the County of Union finds it
advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2014 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final
appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the Township Council hereby determines that a 3.0 % increase in the budget for said year,
amounting to $391,210.44 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the
Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS the Township Council hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of
the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Township Council of the Township of Berkeley
Heights, in the County of Union, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body
affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2014 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of
Berkeley Heights shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by
3.5%, amounting to $456,412.18, and that the CY 2014 municipal budget for the Township of Berkeley
Heights be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not
appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of
the next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded
vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, land-use is an essential component of overall sustainability for a
municipality;
WHEREAS, poor land-use decisions can lead to increase societal issues such as

decreased mobility, high housing cost, increased greenhouse gas emissions, loss of open space
and the degradation of natural resources.

WHEREAS, well planned land-use can create transpiration choices, provide for a range
of housing options, create walk able communities, preserve open space and allow for continued
use of vital natural resources;

WHEREAS, Given New Jersey’s strong tradition of home rule and local authority over
planning and zoning, achieving a statewide sustainable land-use pattern will require
municipalities to take the lead;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOL’VED that the Township of Berkeley Heights
resolves to take the following steps with regard to our municipal land-use decisions with the
intent of making Berkeley Heights a truly sustainable community. It is our intent to include
these principles in the next master plan revision and then to update our zoning as necessary.

1. Facilities Siting — We pledge, to the extend feasible, to take into consideration factors
such a walk ability , bike ability, access to transit and proximity to other uses when siting
new or relocated municipal facilities. The actions of a municipality when locating their
own facilities can set a positive precedent and encourage other public and private sector
considerations into account when locating their own facilities can set a positive precedent
and encourage other public and private sector entities to consider sustainable land use
considerations into account when locating their own facilities.

2. Housing Variety — we pledge, through the use of our zoning and revenue generation
powers, to enable a diverse mix of housing types to meeting the needs of people from all
ages and walks of life. A variety of housing options, from single family homes to one-
middle incomes, is vital to allow residents to live and work in a municipality through
various stages of their lives.

3. Natural Resource Preservation — We pledge to preserve open space and create
recreational opportunities within our municipality. As the most densely populated state
in the nation, open space in New Jersey is at a premium, preserving what is left of our
open space, for its ecological and recreational value, is critical for a sustainable future.



. FURTHER, We pledge to update our existing Natural Resources Inventory and to
periodically review it and revise it as necessary in the future and to protect and preserve
environmentally sensitive areas including flood plains, recharge areas, wetlands, steep
slopes, rock outcrops and concentrations of hardwood forested areas. We also pledge to
protect and restore the riparian forest buffer along the Passaic River, to minimize, to the
extent practical, any increase in storm water runoff from future development, and to
prevent, to the greatest extent feasible, an increase in nonpoint pollution.

Transportation Choices- We pledge to create transportation choices within our
municipality by considering all modes of transportation, including walking, biking,
transit and automobiles, when planning transportation projects. Given that emissions
from transportation, mainly passenger cars, make up the largest share of the state’s
carbon footprint, creating transportation alternatives at the local level is critical to
reluctant the state’s overall carbon footprint.

Mix of Uses — We pledge to use our zoning power where possible to encourage mixed use,
sustainable development that incorporates compact and “green” building design, with adequate
transportation options to reduce reliance on cars. Developments is not needed in every
municipality. But where development makes sense, land-use patterns that segregate uses such as
commercial and residential create an environment where the only feasible mode of transportation
is the automobile. Allowing for mix of compatible land uses, residential units above retail stores
for example, can help reduce the necessity of driving by allowing people to walk to various
destinations.

Green Design- We pledge to incorporate the principles of green design and renewable energy
generation when updating our site plan and subdivision requirements. Green design strategies not
only improve the environmental performance of buildings but lessen the impact of those
buildings on the surrounding environment. Such strategies include energy efficiency, water
conservation, indoor environmental quality, use of recycled renewable materials, construction
waste reduction, reduced auto use, tree preservation, native planting, and avoidance of
environmentally sensitive features.

Regional Cooperation- We pledge to reach out to administrations of our neighboring
municipalities concerning land-use decisions, and to take into consideration their concerns when
making regional level land-use decisions. Local land-use decisions can often have regional
impacts, even though they are decided exclusively by one municipality. For example, a large mall
built in one municipality can affect traffic and retail opportunities in neighboring towns.



9. Downtown Business District - We Pledge to revitalize the Downtown Business District in a
more pedestrian and environmentally friendly way through the planting of street trees and the
addition of street furniture such as trash receptacles benches and bike racks, and to improve
pedestrian mobility by providing safe and well lit pathways among the uses, including the train
station.

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A.
40A:12A-] et seq. (the "Redevelopment Law") authorizes municipalities to determine whether
certain parcels of land located with the municipality constitute areas in need of non-
condemnation redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, to determine whether the existing Township Municipal Complex
constitutes an area in need of redevelopment, the Township Council (the "Township
Committee™) of the Township of Berkeley Heights (the "Township"), by way of a Resolution
No. 271-2013, authorized and directed the Berkeley Heights Planning Board (the "Planning
Board") to conduct a preliminary investigation pursuant to the Redevelopment Law to
determine whether the property identified as Block 608, Lots 1 and 4, and Block 504, Lots 5
and 6, as shown on the Tax Map of the Township, including that portion of the Columbus
Avenue right-of-way extending from the western limit of Block 504, Lot 6, to the New Jersey
Transit property line to the north, and that portion of the Berkeley Avenue right-of-way
extending from the New Jersey Transit boundary line to the north to the Park Avenue right-of-
way to the south, in the Township of Berkeley Heights (the “Study Area”), constitute an area in
need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A.
40A:12A-5; and

WHEREAS, on January 30, 2014, the Planning Board authorized Michael J. Mistretta,
P.P., Lic. No. 00575900, of Harbor Consultants, Inc. (the “Planning Consultant") to conduct an
investigation to determine whether the Study Area, or any portion thereof, constitutes an area in
need of non-condemnation redevelopment in accordance with the Redevelopment Law, and to
prepare a preliminary investigation report of the Study Area (the “Study”); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Consultant prepared a Study, entitled ‘“Preliminary
Investigation Report for the Redevelopment of the Township of Berkeley Heights Municipal
Complex,” dated January 2014 (the “Report”), which details the findings and recommendations
relevant to whether the Study Area should be designated as an area in need of non-
condemnation redevelopment, as well as a map of the Study Area; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Law requires the Planning Board to conduct a public
hearing prior to making its determination whether the Study Area should be designated as an
'area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment, at which hearing the Planning Board shall
hear all persons who are interested in or would be affected by a determination that the Study

Area is a redevelopment area; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Law further requires the Planning Board, prior to
conducting such public hearing, to publish notice of the hearing in a newspaper of general
circulation in the municipality once each week for two consecutive weeks, with the last
publication made not less than ten (10) days prior to such public hearing; and

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Law further requires such notice to be mailed at least
|



ten days prior to such public hearing to the last owner(s) of the relevant property(ies) and
interested parties according to the Township's assessment records; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board caused the aforementioned notices to be published in
the Township official newspaper, and provided notice to the Township Clerk and the affected
property owners and interested parties in accordance with the Redevelopment Law; and

WHEREAS, on March 26, 2014, at the time and date of the noticed public hearing, the
Planning Consultant, being sworn and qualified as an expert in professional planning, made a
presentation of the Study and the Repoit to the Planning Board; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the presentation of the Planning Consultant, at the public
hearing the Planning Board heard testimony and evidence from members of the general public,
who also were given an opportunity to cross-examine the Planning Consultant and address
questions to the Planning Board concerning the potential designation of the Study Area as an
area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Consultant concluded that the Study Area satisfies the criteria
(c), (d) and (h) of the Redevelopment Law, N.J.S.A. 40:A:12A-5, and that the Study Area as an
area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment; and

’

WHEREAS, the Planning Board did not receive any written comments or objections to
the Study or Report prior to or during the public hearing on March 26, 2014; however, a written
objection to the designation of the Study Area as an area in need of non-condemnation
redevelopment was received by the Township after the March 26, 2014 public hearing and

Board’s vote on same; and

WHEREAS, at the conclusion of the public hearing, the Planning Board found that the
Planning Consultant’s conclusions in the Report and his testimony provide substantial evidence
to support the findings that the Study Area satisfies criteria (c), (d) and (h) of the
Redevelopment Law, N.J.S.A. 40:A:12A-5, that the public questions and comments did not
erode the Planning Consultant’s testimony or conclusions, and that the collective designation of
the Study Area as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment is necessary for the
effective redevelopment of the Study Area; and

WHEREAS, by a vote of 6 to 0, the Planning Board unanimously voted to recommend
that the Township Council of the Township of Berkeley Heights find that the Study Area be
designated a an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment meeting criteria (c), (d) and
(h) of the Redevelopment Law, N.J.S.A. 40:A:12A-5; and

WHEREAS, on April 9, 2014, the Planning Board adopted a Resolution memorializing
the public hearing and decision on March 26, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board submitted the memorializing Resolution, along with a
copy of the Report and all exhibits presented at the March 26, 2014 public hearing to the
Township Clerk for distribution to the Mayor and Township Council for consideration thereof;

and



WHEREAS, after review and consideration of the Planning Board’s recommendation,
including all documents submitted therewith, the Township Council agrees with the conclusion
of the Land Use Board that the Study Area meets the aforementioned criteria for redevelopment
area designation, and the Township Council finds that such conclusion is supported by
substantial evidence; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council further agrees with the recommendation of the
Planning Board that the Study Area, collectively, be designated as an area in need of non-
condemnation redevelopment pursuant to the Redevelopment Law, and

;
WHEREAS, the Township Council now desires to designate the Study Area,
collectively, as an area in need of non-condemnation redevelopment, pursuant to N.J.S.A.

40A:12A-6; and

WHEREAS, the Township Council further desires to authorize and direct the Township
Planner to work with a subcommittee of the Township Council to prepare a redevelopment plan
for the Study Area and present same to the entire Township Council pursuant to N.J.S.A.

40A:12A-7f.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Council of the
Township of Berkeley Heights, in the County.of Union, and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The aforementioned recitals, including the Study, Report and exhibits presented
at the March 26, 2014 public hearing before the Planning Board are incorporated herein as

though fully set forth at length.

2. The Township Council hereby designates the Study Area as an area in need of
non-condemnation redevelopment pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, satisfying criteria (c), (d)
and (h) of the Redevelopment Law, N.J.S.A. 40:A:12A-5.

3. The Township Planner to work with a subcommittee of the Township Council to
prepare a redevelopment plan for the Study Area (to be hereinafter referred to as the
Redevelopment Area), and present same to the entire Township Council pursuant to N.J.S A,
40A:12A-7f.

4. The Clerk of the Township shall forward a copy of this Resolution to the
Commissioner of the New Jersey Department of Community Affairs for review and approval by
regular and certified mail (return receipt requested).

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the Township of Berkeley Heights, County of
Union, State of New Jersey, as follows: ,

Section 1. Section 2.100.040 entitled “Qualifications For Appointment” of Chapter
2.100 entitled “Police Division” of Title 2 entitled “Administration and Personnel” of The Code
of the Township of Berkeley Heights is hereby supplemented and amended as follows: [New

2.100.040 Qualifications for appointment.

To be eligible for appointment to the police division, an applicant must be a citizen of the United
States of America and a resident of the state of New Jersey, must be of good moral character,
never be convicted of a crime or offense involving moral turpitude, and meet all other tests and
qualifications established by N.J.S.A. 40A:14-122, et seq., this chapter and the rules and
regulations of the police division. All such applicants must be in good health, sound in body and
mind and certified by the police physician to be physically capable of performing the duties
required of a police officer. All applicants must meet the statutory age requirements. No
appllcant shall be e11g1b1e for appomtment to the police division unless he or she has earned a

g ploma alene bachelor’s or higher degree awarded by a bachelor’s
degree-grantmg college or un1vers1ty Qualified veterans, as defined by the New Jersey
Department of Military and Veterans Affairs, who have not earned a bachelor’s or higher
degree awarded by a bachelor’s degree-granting college or university, can substitute a
combination of two years of full-time, active military service and an associate’s degree
awarded by a degree-granting college or university to satisfy the education requirement.”
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All such appointments shall be made pursuant to applicable laws of the state of New Jersey,
including N.J.S.A. 40A:14-122 through 127.

All appointments to the police division shall be made by executive order of the mayor. Each such
employee shall receive such salary, benefits and emoluments as may be provided by collective
bargaining agreement, ordinance or resolution of the township council.

Section 2.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable. In the event that any
portion of this Ordinance is found tq be invalid for any reason by any Court of competent
jurisdiction, such judgment shall be limited in its effect only to that the portion of the Ordinance
actually adjudged invalid and shall not be deemed to affect the operation of any other portion
thereof, which shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 3. All other Ordinances or parts of Ordinances inconsistent herewith are
hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall not take effect until after final passage and
publication in accordance with all applicable laws and statutes.

ORDINANCE No.

An Ordinance of the Township of Berkeley Heights, County of Union, State of
New Jersey, Amending, Revising and Supplementing the Township Land Use
Ordinances to Establish a Special Permit for Temporary, Non-conforming Uses in
the Township.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the Township of Berkeley Heights,
County of Union, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1. Part 17 entitled “Administration and Enforcement” of the Township of
Berkeley Heights of the Municipal Land Use Procedures Ordinance is hereby supplemented and
amended to create new Article 17.12 entitled “Special Use Permit” to read as follows:

Article 17.12 Special Use Permit.

Section 17.12.1. Establishment of a Special Use Permit.

It is recognized that it may be in accordance with the purposes of the Municipal Land Use
Procedures Ordinance of the Township of Berkeley Heights and the Municipal Land Use Law
(NL.J.S.A. 40:55D-1, et seq.) to permit activities for a limited period of time, under very specific
conditions, which activities may be prohibited by other provisions of the aforesaid ordinance, if
such uses are of such a nature and are so located that at the time of petition they would:
1. Not exert a substantially detrimental effect upon the uses of land and activities
normally permitted in the district in which the activity is proposed;
2. Contribute materially to the good and welfare of the Township or its residents;
3. Be temporary in nature and not substantially undermine the Township Master
Plan and/or Land Development Ordinances, and
4. Not substantially intrude into areas under Planning Board or Board of Adjustment
control.

Section 17.12.2. Application.

Any property owner in the Township may apply to the Township for a Special Use Permit.
Applications for Special Use Permits shall be submitted to the Township Clerk, along with a
non-refundable fee of two hundred fifty ($250.00) dollars to cover administrative expenses, the
same being non-refundable. Applications shall include the following information:
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1. Completed application form as provided by the Township, identifying the location
by block and lot, street address, proposed date and time of the temporary use,
event or activity, estimated maximum attendance, and the specific proposed use
on the property for which the application is made.

2. Signed application by the property owner upon which the use, event or activity

will take place.

Escrow deposit as required pursuant to Section 17.12.3 herein.

Plot Plan showing the layout of the use, event or activity in detail.

Any other information deemed necessary, directly related or reasonably relevant

to the Special Use Permit.

The Township Council shall waive the fee or escrow deposit requirement for those tax-exempt
organizations for fundraising events or activities at the Council’s sole discretion.

Section 17.12.3. Escrow Deposit.

The applicant for a Special Use Permit shall pay to the Township, at the time the application is
filed, an escrow deposit of one thousand ($1,000.00) dollars to be held by the Township in an
escrow account established for the purpose of covering the costs of professional services
including engineering, planning, legal and other expenses connected with the review of the
application. The escrow will be held and ddministered in accordance with the provision of
Section 17.11.2 of the Township Municipal Land Use Procedures Ordinance and the governing
State statutes. Upon written request and support thereof, the Township Council may waive the
escrow deposit requirement for those tax-exempt organizations for fundraising events or
activities at the Council’s sole discretion.

Section 17.12.4, Public Notice.

The applicant for a Special Use Permit to give notice of the application to the owners of all real
property, as shown on the current tax duplicate, within two hundred (200") feet in all directions
of the property which is the subject of such application. Said notice shall contain a designation of
the property which is the subject of the application by lot and block and street address and shall
contain a description of what use the applicant is requesting and also at what meeting the
application will be heard (address, date and time of meeting) and that the recipient of the notice
shall have the right to be heard relative to the application. Notice shall be given by (1) serving of
copy thereof on the property owner as shown on the said tax duplicate or his agent in charge of
the property or (2) mailing a copy thereof by certified mail (return receipt requested) to the
property owner at the address as shown on the said tax duplicate. Certified receipts of said
mailing shall be provided to the Township Clerk prior to Council action. Uses, events or
activities, including but not limited to such activities as street fairs or parades, covering multiple
properties are subject to published notice only. The applicant shall also cause a copy of the
aforesaid notice to be published in the official newspaper of the Township once at least ten (10)
business days before the Township Council meeting at which the application will be heard. Proof
of notice shall be submitted to the Township Clerk at least seven (7) days prior to the Township
council meeting.
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Section 17.12.5. Review of Application.

Upon receipt by the Township Clerk, a complete Special Use Permit application shall be
distributed to the following Township departments for review, recommendation and any
potential conditions prior to presentation to the Township Council:

1. Tax Collector: to ensure all taxes and liens for the subject property are current, as
non-payment of taxes may be a reason to deny the application.

2. Police Chief: to ensure adequate traffic control, public safety measures and
nuisances (such as noise) are addressed.

3. Construction Official: to ensure all construction code requirements are met.

4, Zoning Officer: to ensure compliance with zoning and property maintenance
ordinances, all sign permits are current, sufficient parking and access, proper
location and performance standards are met.

5. Health officer: to ensure all health code requirements have been addressed and
satisfied.

In addition to the above, the Township Council may refer such special use permit request to any
Township agency, department or board prior to its decision for additional review and comment;
however, the Township Council shall not be bound by same.

Section 17.12.6. Standards.

A. After review by the Township departments, the Township Clerk shall forward the
application to the Township Council for review and approval. In the granting or denial of
the application, in the Township Council’s sole discretion, it may consider the following:
1. The adequacy of provisions for public safety, including, but not limited to, fire

prevention, crowd control, and emergency services. If applicable, compliance
with the Township’s off-duty police services ordinance.

2. The adequacy of provisions for vehicular and pedestrian traffic control, including
ingress and egress, parking, attendants and temporary traffic signage.

3. The adequacy of provision for food handling, solid waste and sanitary sewerage
or temporary sanitary/restroom facilities.

4. The sufficiency of insurance for the event or activity.

5. The factors identified in Section 17.12.1.
6. Any other measures necessary to protect the public health, safety and welfare.

.B. The Township Council may impose reasonable conditions on the issuance of any Special
Use Permit including, without limitation, the posting of adequate surety and the
reimbursement of expenses incurred by the Township.

Section 17.12.7. Issuance or Denial of Permit.

A. After public hearing on the application, the Township Council, in its sole discretion, may
grant or denial the Special Use Permit for the requested activity. The Township Council

shall limit the time period for which the special use permit shall be valid and shall impose
any conditions upon the special use permit which it deems appropriate. An approved
Special Use Permit shall be dated, signed and issued by the Township Clerk after action
taken by the Township Council, provided any conditions precedent imposed by the
Township Council have been met. The Special Use Permit shall specifically state any
and all special conditions imposed by the Township Council.

B. If an application is denied, the Township Clerk shall state the reason(s) for such denial in
writing and given to the applicant within seven (7) days of the Township Council’s
decision. ;

C. If granted, all sites shall be completely cleaned of debris and temporary structures
including, but not limited to: trash receptacles, signs, stands, poles, electrical wiring or
any other fixtures and appurtenances or equipment connected therewith within twenty-
four (24) hours after the event or activity.

D. The holding of a use, activity or event which is subject to the requirements of a permit as
set forth herein without obtaining such a permit shall constitute a violation of this
Section.

E. Violations: Any violation of the prdvisions of this Article 17-12, occurring prior to or
during the event, shall be subject to a revocation or non-issuance of its permit for such
event by the enforcement officers. In the case of the revocation of a permit or violation
of the rules, regulations or conditions provided herein where a permit is required, the
enforcement officers may order an immediate cease and desist of the event. In addition,
thereto, any violation of this section by the organizer of an event to which this section
pertains shall subject such violator, upon conviction, and at the court’s discretion, to a
fine not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00) for each such violation.

Section 2. If any article, section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect
the remaining portions of this Ordinance and they shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 3. In the event of any inconsistencies between the provisions of this
Ordinance and any prior ordinance of the Township of Berkeley Heights, the provisions hereof
shall be determined to govern. All other parts, portions and provisions of the Revised General
Ordinances of the Township of Berkeley Heights are hereby ratified and confirmed, except

where inconsistent with the terms hereof.

Section 4. The Township Clerk is directed to give notice at least ten days prior to a
hearing on the adoption of this ordinance to the Union County Planning Board and to all other
persons entitled thereto pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-15, and N.J.S.A. 40:55D-63 (if required).

Section 5.  After introduction, the Township Clerk is hereby directed to submit a copy
of the within Ordinance to the Planning Board of the Township of Berkeley Heights for its
review in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:55D-26 and N.J.S.A. 40:55D-64. The Planning Board is
directed to make and transmit to the Township Council, within 35 days after referral, a report
including identification of any provisions in the proposed ordinance which are inconsistent with
the master plan and recommendations concerning any inconsistencies and any other matter as the

Board deems appropriate.

Section 6. This Ordinance shall be presented to the Mayor for his approval and
signature, which approval shall be granted ¢r denied within ten (10) days of receipt of same,
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:69A-149.7. If the Mayor fails to return this Ordinance with either his
approval or objection to same within ten (10) days after it has been presented to him, then this
Ordinance shall be deemed approved.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon (1) adoption; (2)
approval by the Mayor pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:69A-149.7; (3) publication in accordance with
the laws of the State of New Jersey; and (4) filing of the final form of adopted ordinance by the
Clerk with (a) the Union County Planning Board pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55D-16, and (b) the
Township Tax Assessor as required by N.J.S.A. 40:49-2.1.
